All Americans are involved in one of the most important transition 
processes in recent times.  Soon, we will experience a major political 
change that hopefully will ease some of the assaults on our second 
amendment rights.  The following is a few highlighted items of interest 
to all sportsmen.
Recently the outgoing administration has pushed some questionable 
initiatives, through executive orders.  1.65 million acres of open range 
land has been designated as “National Monument” areas in Utah and 
Nevada.  On the positive side, this will dramatically restrict further 
mining, but also nearly eliminates grazing, and access for hunting, 
camping, and recreation.
In another Judicially ordered initiative, the BLM has been ordered to 
develop a management plan covering “Recreational Shooting” within 
the Sonoran Desert Monument area.  Once again, restricting sports-
man’s rights.  This effort is in its “Public Comment Period.”  We as 
Sportsmen should make our voices heard to our elected official. 
On a brighter note:  The Arizona State Attorney General’s Office was 
successful in obtaining a judicial order, to force the Department of the 
Interior, and the US Fish and Wildlife Service to revise and update the 
1982 Wolf Management Recovery Plan.
A December 1 photo taken in southern Arizona, near Fort Huachu-
ca, recorded a wild Jaguar.  “El Jefe” appears to be the third sighting 
recently in Arizona.  There is an ongoing litigation between the US 
Fish and Wildlife Service and the New Mexico Cattle Growers over 
the USFWS designation of 1,200 square miles of land, along the US/
Mexico border as “habitat essential for Jaguar Conservations.”
